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HKPO AT A GLANCE AND SEASON OVERVIEW

he city’s oldest and largest orchestra, the Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra

(HKPO) provides the community with classical music of an international
standard, and inspires and cultivates creativity through its multi-faceted
programmes, including tours, recordings, commissions and music education. With
its first performance in 1895, the Orchestra turned professional in 1974 and has
grown to an ensemble of 89 highly talented musicians of various nationalities.

During its 45-week Season from September 2002 to July 2003, the HKPO gave
a total of 127 concerts in Hong Kong and abroad. Ten others were cancelled
due to SARS. HKPO players also formed five instrumental ensembles, which gave
34 free performances, mostly for students.

Total attendance for all 2002/03 Season concerts was close to 175,000. Hundreds
of thousands more heard the Orchestra play via radio and television broadcasts.

A non-profit organisation, our income and expenditure were both over HK$ 80
million for the 2002/03 Financial Year (Apr 02 to Mar 03). Out of this income,
75% came from the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region Government and the
remainder from ticket sales, fundraising, sponsorship, performance fees, advertising
revenue and others. The ticket sales alone accounted for HK$13.7 million.

he Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra embarked on a landmark 16-day tour of
T eight cities, starting in Macau on 15 February 2003, on to the Korean cities of
Busan, Gwangju and Seoul, and over to the European capitals of London, Belfast,
Dublin and finally, on 2 March, to Paris.

The tour was the Orchestra’s European début; HKPO was also the first orchestra
from Hong Kong to play at the Barbican, home of the London Symphony Orchestra.
HKPQO's seventh tour in 12 years, it garnered significant publicity and acclaim. The
nine overseas concerts were attended by close to 10,000 fans, while thousands of
music lovers tuned in to our performances through radio and TV broadcasts in
Hong Kong and Korea.

It was a musical and logistical test: 107 members and 2,540 kg of equipment
(valued at HK$9 million) travelling over 25,000 km, by air, train, ship and bus to
perform in eight different venues. It was also a test of community support, as
embarking on such an ambitious tour (with costs at about HK$5.5 million) took
significant sponsorship (HK$2.8 million in cash, $1.8 million from our reserves and
the remaining $900,000 from box office revenue, performance fees and in-kind
sponsorship).

YOUNG AUDIENCES SCHEME

This Scheme was formed in 1996 to foster young people’s interest and participation
in classical music. Members receive the bi-monthly newsletter (in Chinese) and are
invited to such activities as music appreciation talks and workshops, visits to
music-related organisations and gatherings with musicians. They also have access
to the HKPO CD library and enjoy discounts on HKPO concert tickets and
merchandise. A Bonus Point Scheme also earns members free concert tickets or
other attractive items.

All Primary 6 to Secondary (Form 7) students in Hong Kong may join the Young
Audiences Scheme. In the 2002/2003 Season, over 3,900 youth from 350 primary
and secondary schools were members. Twelve activities were held throughout the
Season (three were cancelled due to SARS) for both Club Bravo and Young
Audiences with a total of 810 people in attendance.
